Fan Coil Unit Operation
Now that we are entering the

height of the cooling season, we want
to remind you, that you have some
control of your office temperature, if
you are in a perimeter office. You can
help control your temperature by
adjusting the fan coil units along the
outer wall.

Follow these easy steps:
Make certain the Fan Speed

Control is on. This is the knob on the
left side of the control box. The
medium setting usually works best.
You can also adjust the fan speed to
either high or low to increase air flow
or to decrease air flow. Adjust the

thermostat to the center most setting
on the thermostat. This is the knob on
the right side of the control box. The
center most setting is generally good
for most offices, however, turning the
knob to the right increases cooling,
and turning the knob to the left
decreases cooling.

If after making these adjustments
you do not feel comfortable, please
either submit a work order or call the
Management office, and someone will
be up right away.

Hurricane
Season

As Hurricane season is upon us,
we wanted to remind everyone of the
terms you will be hearing during
Hurricane Season, June 1st through
November 30th.

Tropical Storm Watch
A Tropical Storm Watch is issued

when a tropical cyclone containing
winds of 34 to 63 kt (39 to 73 mph) or
higher poses a possible threat,
generally within 48 hours. The watch
does not mean that tropical storm
conditions will occur. It only means
that these conditions are possible.

Tropical Storm Warning
A Tropical Storm Warning is issued

when sustained winds of 34 to 63 kt
(39 to 73 mph) or higher associated
with a tropical cyclone are expected in
36 hours or less. These winds may be
accompanied by storm surge, coastal
flooding, and/or river flooding.

Hurricane Watch
A Hurricane Watch is issued when

a tropical cyclone containing winds of
64 kt (74 mph) or higher poses a
possible threat, generally within 48
hours. These winds may be
accompanied by storm surge, coastal
flooding, and/or river flooding.

Hurricane Warning
A Hurricane Warning is issued

when sustained winds of 64 kt (74
mph) or higher associated with a
tropical cyclone are expected in 36
hours or less. A hurricane warning can
remain in effect when dangerously
high water or a combination of
dangerously high water and
exceptionally high waves continue,
even though winds may be less than
hurricane force.
